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You will remember that in July 1995, I wrote to the Home
Secretary on your behalf, regarding the incident which occurred
at the Pentonville staff club on 17th December 1994, which you
brought to my attention. I have now received a reply to my
inguiry.
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a copy of the Home Secretary s reply and I have therefore
enclosed one, for your information. You will see from what he -
writes that the Home Secretary feels that unless significant new
evidence is produced, there are not likely to be any grounds for
re-opening the inquiry into the incident at the staff club.

I am sure that you will also note Mr Howard's assurance
that any evidence of alleged discrimination or harassment will be
fully investigated. If you feel that there is any further action
I might be able to take and particularly, if you wish to provide
the head of equal opportunities in the Prison Service, with more
detailed information regarding the incident in December 1994 or
any other incidents which you mentioned, then perhaps you could
write to me giving me the details. I would be happy to ensure
that this information was passed on, in order that consideration
might be given as to whether any further investigation should be
carried out.
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
